EFFORTLESS LOADING AND 
FEEDING

A yellow slat clearly marks the optimal loading position for 
easy operation. Once loaded, the rear wall pushes the bale 
onto the feeding platform. Rolling teeth help the bale slide 
forward smoothly, preventing it from catching on the slat teeth. 
As the rear wall moves, it triggers a valve that automatically 
switches the system from loading to feeding, reducing the 
number of hydraulic hoses required to connect to the tractor.
